Grain Grower's Guide (1908-1928) is described as "the most important publication of the 

early farm movement." (The Encyclopedia of Saskatchewan). It was first published by the 

Grain Growers Grain Company (G.G.G.C.) under the editorial leadership of E.A. Partridge, 

one of the founders of the farming cooperative. G.G.G. later became the Country Guide, 

which continues to be published in Winnipeg by the United Grain Growers. 
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
